The first quarter of the year
2009 was a very challeng-
ing one. That was when
basic commodities were
very scarce. We had to
travel to neighbouring
countries to buy goods.
However despite the situa-
tion we managed to feed
about 17 families. 24 chil-
dren who are orphans were
assisted with school fees
and some with school uni-
forms. We did manage to
facilitate the training of 10
home based care givers in
Gwayi. Food and stationery
for the training was pro-
vided.

Health care to the sick was

a bit of a challenge because
of the ever increasing num-
ber of people who needed
our help. We thank GOD
because all who came to us
were assisted in one way or
the other. Some we gave
funds for transport to hospi-
tal, some who were critical
we drove to the hospital.
THANKS TO THE LAND
ROVER.

In KAMATIVI we also facili-
tated the training of PEER
EDUCATORS, who are still
doing wonderful work of
assisting their neighbours in
need. We did provide T-
Shirts to the peer educators
and also to the care givers.

In mid year we paid exami-
nation fees to the children
who were about to sit for
their examination.

At the farm house a lot of
ground was covered. Plenty
of corn and vegetables were
grown. We did provide all
the necessary inputs like fer-
tilisers, maize seeds and dif-
ferent kinds of vegetable
seeds. Tools such as hoes,
shovels, forks, rakes and so
on were provided. We also
hired a tractor that tilled the
land. For energy giving the
25 youths at the farm were
provided with food, and 15
orphans were being pro-
vided with food daily.
